Children to play a game of ‘Theo says’.
Suggested activity – colouring the holding hands worksheet.
Ask for feedback circle which face happy/sad/neither to show if they enjoyed the lesson.

Use props to emphasise the point.
Teacher to show - Think! video of ‘Safe places to Play’.
Recap with the children – count to 5 and see if they know the rules.


Children to join in the activity – share pictures of safe and not safe places. Thumbs up, Thumbs down.
Use the Road Safety Hand prop to count and show the 5 Road Safety Rules. Stop, Look, Listen, Think, Hold-Hands 

Introduction to Road Safety by the teacher.
